DAY 04  LUCERNE / MT. TITLIS / LUCERN    (B/L/D)
Highlight  today  –  depart  for Engelberg,  a  windy  and 
romantic  valley.  Then  ascend  by  cable  car to  Mt Titlis, 
which situated 3020m above sea level. You may also visit 
the Glacier Cave – 130m long and the deepest spot of the 
cave is 15m below ice. Return to Lucerne, enjoy the views 
by the  lakeside, feed the swans,  or do some shopping. Then 
visit to the  Lion  Monument,  Lakeside,  Old Town Hall, 
Chapel Bridge and the famous Bucherer, the largest  shop 
for Swiss  watches, chocolates, Bally shoes, stroll along the 
lake. 

DAY 05  LUCERNE/RHINEFALL/LAKE TITISEE, 
GERMANY/BLACK FOREST/HEIDELBERG    
                                        (B/Speciality German Lunch/D)
Travel  to  Schauffhaussen - visit  the  Rhinefall - Europe 
biggest waterfall, the beautiful Lake Titisee, learn how the 
famous  Black Forest  cuckoo clocks  are  made,  then 
continue  through the Black Forest  regions  to  Heidelberg, 
view  the  Castle,  old  town,  Karl  Theodore  Bridge and 
Neckar River.

DAY 06  HEIDELBERG / COLOGNE / 
AMSTERDAM                                                       (B/L/D)
North to  Cologne view  the  impressive  515  feet  twin 
tower Gothic Dom Cathedral, then to  Amsterdam. On 
arrival, city tour -   outside view of the Palace Museum, 
Church,  the  Dam Square with the Monument, visit the 
Diamond Factory – get an insight of the 4 C  value of the 
diamond and a walk along the “Red Light  District.”

famous  Belgium  chocolates  or  perhaps  stroll  along   the 
“Seafood Restaurants street”.

Today, travel by Eurostar train to London, on arrival start 
an  city  orientation  tour  to  view  Picaddily  Circus, 
Chinatown, Soho, St. Paul’s Cathedral, Tower Bridge, 
Tower  of  London,  view  of  Big Ben  from  Lambeth 
Bridge, Westminster  Abbey,  Houses  of  Parliament, 
London Eye, No: 10 Downing Street, Trafalgar Square 
and outside view from the coach of Buckingham Palace.
